I have linked the press release above. Decon County Council will submit their preferred option
for Devon by the 28™ December, the final decision about what that will be will be made by the
Devon County Council cabinetin November.

Road Closure (January) Mullacott to St Brannocks Road

vrainage Works
Road from St Brannocks Road to Mullacott Cross Roundabout, Iifracombe

Thursday 30" October 2025

Devon Highways will be carrying out drainage works to undertake repairs to the gully system in
order to prevent water flowing across the carriageway on the Road from St Brannocks Road to
Mullacott Cross Roundabout. These works will be undertaken between Monday 5" - Friday 23™
January 2026.

As the drains run crossways under the carriageway, there will need to be a full closure for
between 3-5 days in order to access the drainage system and then reinstate the road. We will
then be able to complete the remainder of the works under 2-way lights. We will therefore be
working in two phases:

e Monday 5" - Friday 9" January 2026 - road closure

e Saturday 10" - Friday 23" January 2026 - 2-way lights

We will maintain access for residents within the closure but delays should be expected. Access
for emergency vehicles will always be maintained. Please see below the works area*:
